Transition Policy

Purpose:  

To meet the emotional, social, and educational needs of 


students during transition.

Definition:  

Transition is the passage and adjustment of students 

  
from one educational environment to another.

Procedures:  The middle school counselor will meet with the 



counselors from the high school and elementary schools during the 


February counselors meeting to determine the transitional needs of 


the students.  During the month of March, a committee consisting of 

two sixth grade teachers, two eighth grade teachers, two parents 


(one from each grade level), and the SCMS counselor will develop 


a variety of activities to meet the needs and concerns of 



transitioning students.  The committee will compose a plan during 


the week after testing.   At least two activities will be offered during 


the summer to students transitioning from the 5th to 6th grade and at 

least two activities will be offered during the spring to students 


transitioning from 8th to 9th grade.
The committee will develop a timeline to have all accepted activities planned or implemented two weeks prior to the end of the school year.

After transition, the committee will meet to evaluate the success of the transition activities, and provide that report to an administrator during the month of September.
