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Attention Parents:

The Board has passed a new charge policy for Spencer County Public Schools that will be effective immediately. This new policy should aid us in lowering the high breakfast and lunch charges at each school. Please read the new policy below.

Food Services

Meal Charges
Meal Charges are discouraged and limited to the cost of five (5) lunch meals and five (5) breakfast meals. Once the charge limit has been reached, a student who is not approved for free meals that comes to breakfast or lunch with no money or bag lunch, shall be provided with a nutritious emergency snack at no cost. These snacks will not consist of featured menu items.

Parents, school counselors, and/or family resources may be notified if a student requests emergency snacks several days in a row, or establishes a pattern of needing emergency snacks.

Milk and Ala Carte items may not be charged. (“Ala Carte” refers to those items purchased separate from the meal or meal choices.)

Adults are limited to charging two (2) meals.

Please understand that our Cafeteria is self funded and therefore feel this policy is necessary in order to reduce our outstanding charges. It is not meant to “punish” any child, only to encourage routine deposits into your child’s account so that charges won’t be necessary.
